INFORMATION ON THE KATA RULES AND PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT

The WKC World Championship 2024 shall be run using the WKC Rules with slight accepted modifications.

KAT A - Kata will be by style ( GOJU - SHITO - WADO- SHOTOKAN ) but with insufficient numbers styles may be merged.
Kata will bejudged using score cards in all categories over a maximum of up to 3 rounds depending on the number of competitors.

Please note in WKC Kata rules - each round is a new round and points from the previous round are not added together.

Children Age 6yrs to 13 yrs

Children competitors green belt and below can repeat kata but not in consecutive rounds. (So these competitors
need just 2 katas. Pinan / Heian)

Children blue belt to black belt cannot Repeat katas if it is over 3 rounds —

Round1: Shitei kata.

Round 2: Shitei or Sentei kata.

Round 3: Shitei or Sentei or Tokui kata (Please see WKC Kata lists on the website)

PLEASE NOTE - In the event of a tie in childrens Kata
White belt to Green belt and Blue belt to Black belt - Children can repeat kata

Cadets, Juniors, Seniors, Masters & Veterans

Normal kata rules apply.

KUMITE - Protective equipment for Sanbon & Ippon

Shobu Sanbon The following rules apply to the wearing of protective equipment:

a) WKC white mitts or standard white mitts are MANDATORY in Sanbon Kumite.

b) Groin protectors are MANDATORY from 6 years old and above in Male Sanbon Kumite.

c) Chest protectors are MANDATORY from 10 years old and above in Female Sanbon Kumite.
d) Clear or white Gum shields are MANDATORY in Sanbon Kumite.

e) White Shin only protectors are allowed in Sanbon Kumite.

f) Shin/instep protectors are FORBIDDEN in Sanbon Kumite.

g) Red belt for Aka and White belt for Shiro are mandatory in kumite, also White/Red reversible belt can be
worn in Kumite.

Shobu Ippon The following rules apply to the wearing of protectve equipment.

a) WKC white mitts and other style white ippon mitts are MANDATORY in cadet, junior, senior, mastersand
vets Ippon Kumite.

b) Groin protectors are MANDATORY in Male Ippon Kumite.

c) Chestprotectors are MANDATORY in Female [ppon Kumite.
d) Clear or white Gum shields are MANDATORY in Ippon Kumite.
e) White Shin only protectors are allowed in Ippon Kumite.

f)  Shin/instep protectors are FORBIDDEN in Ippon Kumite.

g) Red belt for Aka and White belt for Shiro are mandatory, also White/Red reversible belt can be worn in
Kumite.
